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Regarded as the premier and most cost-effective junior single-seater series in the country, the Protyre
Formula Renault BARC Championship provides the perfect entry-level category for all aspiring young
drivers.

Run by this country’s biggest motorsport organiser the British Automobile Racing Club, it bridges the gap
between karting and motor racing series such as Formula Renault UK and Formula Three giving drivers
the chance to gain vital race experience on the UK’s leading circuits and in a carbon fibre machine. The
Tatuus-designed Formula Renault 2.0 car is the world’s biggest selling single-seater with over a 1,000
made in the year 2000 and is perfect for young driver development.

It also remains one of the foremost feeder series to Formula Renault UK thanks to is popular cost-
controlled format. It has helped many drivers go on to greater stardom such as 2007 runner-up Dean
Stoneman who has already tested a Formula 1 car. The 2011 Champion Dino Zamparelli was among
just six pilots selected for the prestigious McLaren Autosport BRDC Award, won by three current F1 stars
since 1989.

Keen to further strengthen its appeal, the Promoter Grovewood Sport has introduced two triple-header
race meetings at Snetterton and Donington to boost vital race time and increase the Championship to 14
rounds.

Following its massive impact at the British Touring Car Championship finale in 2011 where the title fight
went to the wire, Formula Renault BARC has once again won a place on the supporting bill of Britain’s
biggest race package.

From a social media perspective, the Championship has a dedicated Facebook
page, video footage is uploaded to You Tube.




Protyre Formula Renault BARC will officially kick-off the 2012 season with its annual
Media Day, this year once again taking place at Silverstone with testing on the National
Circuit on Tuesday, 27 March.

Offering local and national media an opportunity to meet the drivers and teams who will
take part in the Championship throughout the season, the Media Day will be split into
two halves — the morning will be set aside for technical checks with a three and a half
hour test scheduled for the afternoon.

Championship photographer Jakob Ebrey Photography will be there to take images of
all the drivers and competing cars, which are used by the media and the Championship
media officer Marc Orme for important things such as the website.

With the agreement of all teams, the Championship operates a mild testing control to
keep a kerb on unnecessary testing during the season.

After midnight on Friday, 6 April 2012, until all rounds of the Championship have been
completed, no registered driver may take part in any test session (exclusive, general or
otherwise) at any circuit still remaining in the 2012 Championship calendar. The
exceptions to this rule are that drivers are allowed to test during official pre-race tests
held immediately before the meeting concerned plus any general test day at
Silverstone and Donington Park, where registered drivers are permitted to test provided
the session(s) are open to all Championship competitors.




Registration for the 2012 Protyre Formula Renault BARC Championship is now open.
In return for each fee, registered drivers will receive:

» The chance to compete in the UK’s most popular junior single-seater series
An appearance on the support package at the penultimate BTCC event of 2012
A professional and vastly experienced organising team running the series
A first-class technical service from R Sport
A dedicated Media Officer and Championship media service
A photography service with access to free images
Exposure on www.renaultsport.co.uk and the Championship Facebook page

Costs: The 2012 registration fee is priced at £2,775 (including VAT) and must be paid in
full at the time of registration*.

However, a specially discounted fee of £2,460 (including VAT) is available for those
drivers and entrants who register before 2" March 2012 . To qualify for this discount, the
completed registration form and full payment must be received by the stated date. ‘One-
off’ registration fees can also be arranged — please contact the Championship promoters
to discuss.

* The registration fee does not include race entry fees.



Friday: General testing — this is usually available and must be booked direct with the
circuit in question by drivers/teams with the exception of the BTCC event on 6/7
October which is booked through the Championship Promoter.

Saturday: Qualifying — at all double-header events there will be two (2) 20 minute
sessions with the times from the first session determining the grid for the opening race
on any given weekend and the times from the second session setting the grid for the
second race.

At the new-for-2012 triple header events (Snetterton, 7/8 April, and Donington Park,
18/19 August) the qualifying procedure will be (2) sessions of 15 minutes duration with
a five (5) minute break in between. The fastest time in the first session will set the grid
order for the opening race, the fastest time in the second session will determine the grid

for race two and the second fastest time in the second session will form the grid for
race three.

If for any reason only one qualifying session is possible at any given event, the fastest
time posted by each driver will set the grid for the first race of the weekend with each
competitor’s second fastest time setting the grid for the second race.

Sunday: Races — at all of the double-header events, with the possible exception of the
BTCC finale, both races will take place on the Sunday. At the triple header events, one
race will be held on the Saturday and the two subsequent races on the Sunday.

Note: The one-day event at Thruxton on 17 June will feature a single qualifying session and two
races all on the same day.




The Championship Promoter boosted the prize fund by £650 this season and is
continually working to increase the rewards for drivers from sponsors.

Protyre Formula Renault BARC Champion: In addition to the prestige that naturally
comes with being crowned a Renault single-seater champion, the 2012 title winner will
receive a Champion’s trophy and cheque for £1,000. The champion will officially receive
his/her silverware at the BARC ‘Big Night Out’ award ceremony.

Races: In each of the 14 races throughout the year, the top three finishers will receive a
trophy, Michelin podium cap and bottle of champagne. The winner of each race will also
scoop a cash incentive of £100.

Qualifying: Whichever competitor succeeds in securing pole position for each race will
receive the Michelin Pole Position Award of £100.
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Once again in 2012, the Protyre Formula Renault BARC Championship will enjoy a
prestigious slot on the support bill of the British Touring Car Championship for our
final two rounds of the season at Silverstone National Circuit.

Easily the most high-profile event of the year for Protyre Formula Renault BARC,
the race meeting regularly attracts up to 40,000 spectators — predominantly from the
male, ABC1 demographic — and also brings boosted media attention and coverage.

Last year’'s Championship finale was regarded throughout the BTCC package as
one of the highlights of the weekend with superb racing, closely-fought competition
and a strong 20+ car field. The race was shown live on ITV4.

Offering outstanding exposure for driver and team sponsors, this blue-riband event
also provides a perfect shop window in which career-minded racers have a chance
to shine on a grand stage.
